    SEAFORD YOUNG MUSICIAN OF THE YEAR
The event will be organised by the Rotary Club of Seaford and will take place at Newlands School on Saturday 10 March 2012 commencing at 7.00 p.m.
The Rules
1. Objectives
The competition aims to offer young people:

· the experience of performing in front of an audience
· a chance to showcase their musical talent

2. The Competition.

There are two categories, solo instrumental and solo vocal which will finally be judged on a combined basis giving the overall winners of the competition. Competitors may only enter one category. There will be places for 10 performers in each category and these will be allocated in the order in which entries are received. In the event of a shortfall in one category the organisers will offer additional places to unsuccessful applicants in the other category. Vocalists accompanying themselves on Piano or Guitar will be entered in the Vocal category.
3. Competitors.

The competition is open to young people from the Seaford area (BN25 postcode) or who attend, or have attended, a school within the BN25 postcode area since 1 January 2010. They must be in full time education and aged 11 – 17 on 29 February 2012. For clarification this means they must have been born between 1 March 1994 and 28 February 2001. Entries will only be accepted on the event official Entry Form and must be returned not later than 31 January 2012. Entry forms may be downloaded from the Seaford Rotary Club website www.seafordrotary.org.uk or may be obtained from Rotarian Jim Anderson on 01323 492846. They may be returned by email to youngmusicians@seafordrotary.org.uk or to Jim Anderson, 1, Sunningdale Close, Seaford, BN25 4PF. All entries will be acknowledged.  
3. Eligibility

The competition is for amateurs. For the purpose of this competition an amateur is considered to be a person whose main source of income is not made from music performances, although they may receive occasional out-of-pocket expenses or prizes. The competition is NOT open to full time students of Music or Performing Arts studying for a qualification above “A” level. This includes full-time students at vocational music establishments.

4. Performance

4.1 Details of the venue and the approximate time when the entrant is likely to perform will be provided to every entrant shortly before the event. Any entrant not present at the appointed time will be liable to disqualification.  Entrants will normally be required to perform in the order of placing on the programme but the organisers reserve the right to make adjustments on the day where necessary. Contestants should be prepared for unforeseen delays or earlier performances should the need arise. The performance will take place before an invited audience. Family and friends will be given the first opportunity to apply for tickets.
4.2. Entrants should perform music of their own choice, the title of which must be stated on the entry form. The total time must not exceed five minutes. 

4.3. Any alteration in the choice of a piece to be performed must be notified in writing to the organisers to comply with the requirements of the Performing Rights Society.

5. Accompanists.

Performers may be accompanied by a single instrument in sympathy with the performance. Performers must provide their own accompanist and only a piano will be provided. Costs of any accompanists are not the organisers’ responsibility. Pre-recorded backing tracks may be used but the performer’s part must not be doubled on the backing track.
6. Copyright Restrictions.

The use of photocopies is not allowed. Music should be played from an original published copy or from memory. Own compositions are acceptable. 

7. Prizes.

The winner will receive £40, the runner-up £20, and the third place £10.
8. Costs.

There is no entry fee.

9. Any matters not covered by these rules and any disputes will be settled by the organisers whose decision is final.
